INFORMATION ABOUT PETS

SESSIONS

High-Country P.E.T.S. breakout sessions are hands-on workshops, conducted by experienced
discussion leaders selected from all five districts. These sessions are designed to encourage
meaningful exchanges and are grouped according to club membership size.

ROTARY i

During P.E.T.S. you will attend a variety of sessions that will teach you about your presidential
responsibilities and prepare you to run your club during your presidential year. However, as club
president, you will also facilitate your club’s participation in multitude of Rotary activities, oversee the
education of your members about all Rotary has to offer, become the club’s “go to” person for a wide
variety of Rotary questions and become a Rotary ambassador to your community. This year’s
optional interactive Rotary 101 session will help you to become an expert in many facets of Rotary,
speak knowledgably about Rotary to diverse audiences and provide you with resources to help you
answer any questions that arise in the future. This session is targeted at PEs and PENs with less
than 2 years of Rotary experience. Check with your District to make sure attending will not
interfere with a scheduled District session.

DRESS

Casual attire is appropriate for all daytime sessions and meals. Business attire is appropriate for all
evening receptions and meals.

REGISTRATION

Registration will open by December 1st and is on-line: (1) go to www.rotaryregister.org/hcpets/
index.htm, (2) click on your own district and (3) click on “REGISTER for PETS.” Please complete
the on-line form and follow the payment instructions.

The $350.00 registration fee includes tuition, course materials, all breakout sessions and five meals
(dinner on Friday, all meals on Saturday and breakfast on Sunday). The registration for partners/
spouses is $165 and includes all meals and the opportunity to network and learn with other partners.
Hotel fees are not included (see note below).

For Presidents-Elect ONLY: You will not be charged registration as your attendance has already
been paid for and the cost of a shared hotel room for two nights will be reimbursed (District 5390
covers 3 nights). The only extra fee is if you want to bring your spouse. You will pay the partner fee
($165) and the additional cost of the single room ($99 + tax for two nights).

2012 PETS KEYNOTE SPEAKERS

Billie Addleman is a partner at the Cheyenne Wyoming law firm of Hirst
Applegate, LLP, where his practice is primarily focused in the area of civil
litigation. Billie is Past President of the Rotary Club of Cheyenne, a member
of the White Hat Society, the Paul Harris Society, the Bequest Society, and
was District 5440 Rotarian of the Year in 2010-2011. Billie is a young
Rotarian who is making a difference in his community.

Katie Ehlis (Ischkin) has been involved in Rotary since her days as a RYLA
camper in District 5580 back in 2000. After completing the RYLA program
Katie founded the Rotaract Club of Thunder Bay, Ontario while attending
University in her home town.
